Shared surfaces: Cyclists and Pedestrians on Paths in Parks (C&PPP) 

Local Councils (eg Barnet) – being paid by the GLA to convert footpaths in parks into (shared) Cycle Routes. There has been a real furore in Barnet over this – as cycle routes are not conducive to those sections of the community with walking difficulties, with rtoddlers, those wheeling buggies or push-chairs, let alone those with Visual Impairment. 

A Hole in the Wall for VI people 

Cash machines in the wall need to be fitted with universal sockets and permit VIPs to use their headphones to operate the ATM devices and obtain cash, while the screen remains blank 

We need to write to the major banks and building societies to ask what steps they are taking to modify their cash machines to allow normal transactions to be undertaken by VIPs that cannot follow visual instructions from the screen. 

VIPs and museums / art galleries etc 

Can we write to some of the major Museums and Art Galleries in London, requesting that for any printed description by each display item, please make this description clear for VIPs.
